The Development Policy Forum (DPF) is a partnership between the Brussels-based 

think tank Friends of Europe, the World Bank, the United Nations, the Agence Française 

de Développement (AFD), the UK’s Department for International Development (DFID) 

and the Deutsche Gesellschaft für Zusammenarbeit (GTZ) with the support of the 

Friedrich-Ebert-Stiftung (FES) and the International Monetary Fund (IMF), and in 

association with the European Commission Directorate General for Development and 

Relations with ACP States. The goal of the partnership is to systematically address 

forthcoming challenges in the area of development policy through lively debates and 

sharp written analyses. 

Partners noted the growing need for a neutral and regular platform for the debate and 

analysis of development policy related issues in Brussels. Many development-related 

debates are ad hoc in nature or are initiated by the actors involved in Europe’s 

development policy. To stimulate wider interest in the issues, the DPF provides a new 

platform in Brussels to address these topics. 

The aims of the DPF are to: 

§ raise awareness of development issues;

representatives to discuss and debate development questions. 

The highlights of each roundtable as well as the reports published on the occasion of the

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WORLD BANK 

The World Bank Group’s vision is to contribute to an inclusive and sustainable 
globalization — to overcome poverty, enhance growth with care for the environment, 
and create individual opportunity and hope.  
 

In 1996 the Bank Group opened an office in Brussels to facilitate the rapidly expanding 
collaboration with the European Union.  EU member states represent the Bank Group’s 
largest shareholder group and the Bank, as the largest multilateral development finance 
institution in the world, is engaged to play a catalytic role in the international development 
architecture. The Bank Group is committed to address global challenges in a harmonized 
and effective way as laid down in the 2005 Paris Declaration on Aid Effectiveness and 
confirmed in September 2008 at the Accra High-Level Forum on this theme. 
 

With five billion of the world’s six billion people living in developing countries, and over three 
billion people living with less than $2 a day  reducing poverty is a compelling priority, and 
cooperation is imperative to ensure the best use of available resources.  In 2000, the United 
Nations’ Millennium Declaration called for a global partnership for development, reflecting a 
new determination to mobilize energy, resources and passion behind the ‘Millennium 
Development Goals’ and quantified targets for the year 2015.  The objectives are clear: halve 
the number of people living in poverty; achieve universal primary education; reverse the 
spread of HIV/AIDS, malaria and other communicable diseases—to take just three of them. 
Achieving them is a daunting task-even without the current financial, food and energy crises 
and the expected worldwide slow-down and recession.  It requires not only an increased 
volume of aid —a serious commitment to the “Financing for Development” agenda in which 
Europe is playing a lead—but also closer coordination of trade, economic and other global 
policies that support development. 
 

The World Bank Group is responding to these challenges by tripling its IBRD lending to 
$100bn during 2009-2011 and by facilitating increased aid flows to the poorest countries, 
including the $1.2bn Global Food Response Facility and other trust funds. 
 

These challenges call for more effective cooperation and set a clear responsibility to larger 
donors such as the EU and the World Bank Group. The EC’s development assistance 
program is the third largest in the world. Taking into account its member states' bilateral aid 
programs, the EU is by far the world's largest aid provider. Moreover, the EU is a key trading 
partner to the developing world, and has deep historical, political, and economic ties with 
many developing countries, especially its immediate neighbours to the south and east. With 
the enlargement of the EU by 12 new member states since May 2004, and the perspective of 
further members in the near future, the EU's borders are widening, and, with them, its 
political weight, responsibility and influence on actions to reduce poverty and raise living 
standards. 
 

The EU’s development policies converge with those of the World Bank Group, one of the 
largest providers of development assistance in the world — the largest, indeed, for education 
and long-term anti-HIV/AIDS programs. The Bank is also a leader in the fight against climate 
change.  There is hardly a developing or transition economy in which the World Bank Group 
and the EU do not work together to provide support in a cohesive way. On Africa the two 
institutions, together with the AfDB, have established a high level tripartite partnership for 
collaboration on the ground.  In the Middle East and North Africa their collaboration is 
structured by an MoU on a Strategic Partnership known as the Luxembourg Process. The 
two institutions are also coordinating efforts to provide adequate assistance to conflict and 
disaster ridden countries. All these collaborative efforts are largely governed by an EC-World 
Bank Group Framework Agreement renewed in March 2009. 
 

Beyond the official EU institutions, the World Bank Group also capitalizes on the presence in 
Brussels of large development community to reach out to civil society, private sector groups 
and the press through multi-stakeholder policy dialogue.

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UNITED NATIONS 

 
The United Nations’ primary role is to foster the partnership between the UN and the 
institutions of the European Union, and with the Government of Belgium for those UN entities 
that are accredited to it.   

The UN presence dates back to 1951, when the UN High Commission for Refugees opened 
its offices in Brussels. Today, the UN team in Belgium comprises:  

§ the UN Office whose director represents the United Nations Secretary-General;  

§ 20 UN funds, programmes and specialized agencies in the development and 
humanitarian fields;  

§ the UN Regional Information Centre responsible for outreach in Western Europe;  

§ the United Nations University in Bruges. 

The European Union is a crucial partner for the United Nations and a strong proponent of the 
values embodied by the UN.  The UN and the EU are united in pursuing the commitments of 
the 2000 Millennium Declaration to achieve peace, security and development; protect our 
common environment; promote human rights, democracy and good governance; protect 
vulnerable people; and meet the special needs of Africa.  The eight Millennium Development 
Goals provide the overarching framework for the solid and ever-deepening partnership 
between the UN and the EU, in pursuit of the eradication of poverty.   

The UN works closely with the European Parliament, the Council and the Commission on a 
progressive agenda that promotes international standards and helps countries define their 
own development strategies and build their capacity to implement them. Member states and 
the European Commission provide significant resources to support the UN’s humanitarian 
and development work in more than 160 developing and transition countries.   

In 2006 alone, with the European Commission’s support, the UN achieved the following 
results: 

§ Reinforced democracy, by helping 45 million people cast their vote in democratic 
elections; 

§ Responded to crises, by feeding 43 million people, including 25 million children; 

§ Assisted 33 million refugees, internally displaced and stateless people; 

§ Immunized over 375 million children; 

§ Secured safe drinking water for 3 million people in Africa and Central  Asia; 

§ Helped countries recover from crises, clearing mines from 48 million square metres of 
land.

AFD is the Groupe Agence Française de Développement, a bi-lateral development 
finance institution established in 1941 that works on behalf of the French government.  Its 
mission is to finance development according to France’s Overseas Development Assistance 
policies. 

In 2008, AFD committed over €4.4 billion to more than 60 developing countries in Africa, 
Asia, the Mediterranean Basin, the Middle East, South America, and the French Overseas 
Territories. 

AFD’s activities are aimed at reducing poverty and inequalities, promoting sustainable 
economic growth, and protecting “Global Public Goods” of benefit to all humanity. Protecting 
Global Public Goods includes the fight against climate change and pandemics; the 
preservation of biodiversity; the promotion of social and environmental responsibility; as well 
as aid to countries weakened by strife, war and natural disasters.   

AFD’s actions in favor of economic growth and preservation of the environment fall directly 
within the framework of the United Nation’s Millennium Development Goals, which was 
set out in 2000 and seeks to reduce global poverty by half by the year 2015. 

AFD uses a wide range of financial instruments to underwrite its activities: grants, 
subsidies, guarantees, loans, equity shareholdings, co-financing and local bank 
intermediation. 
   
AFD works hand-in-hand with many partners: national, regional and local governments;

What are we doing to tackle world poverty? 
The Department for International Development (DFID) is the part of the UK Government that 
manages Britain’s aid to poor countries and works to get rid of extreme poverty. 

We are headed by a Cabinet minister, one of the senior ministers in the Government. This 
reflects how important the Government sees reducing poverty around the world. We have 
two headquarters (in London and East Kilbride, near Glasgow) and 64 offices overseas. We 
also have over 2500 staff, almost half of whom work abroad. 

 

What is development? 
When we talk about international development we are referring to efforts, by developed and 
developing countries, to bring people out of poverty and so reduce how much their country 
relies on overseas aid. Many different things can contribute to development which reduces 
poverty, such as settling conflicts, increasing trade, tackling climate change, securing more 
and better aid, and improving health and education. 

 
Why is the UK Government involved in development? 
More than a billion people, one in five of the world’s population, live in extreme poverty. This 
means they live on less than 65p (€0.86) a day. Ten million children die before their fifth 
birthday, most of them from preventable diseases. More than 113 million children do not go 
to school. 

In a world of growing wealth, such levels of human suffering and wasted potential are not 
only morally wrong, they are also against our own interests. We are becoming much closer to 
people in faraway countries. We trade more and more with people around the world. 

Many of the problems which affect us, such as war and conflict, international crime, refugees, 
the trade in illegal drugs and the spread of diseases like HIV and AIDS, are caused or made 
worse by poverty in developing countries. Getting rid of poverty will make for a better world 
for everybody. 
 
DFID’s values 
DFID’s values define the way in which we intend to live up to our strategic aim of halving 
world poverty by the year 2015. They also provide a framework for improved performance. 
Our values are: 

§ ambition and determination to eliminate poverty; 

§ diversity and the need to balance work and private life; 

§ ability to work effectively with others; 

§ desire to listen, learn and be creative; 

§ professionalism and knowledge. 

Our policies and processes support and underpin these values. And it is, of course, vital that 
our behaviours reflect and underline them too.

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INTERNATIONAL MONETARY FUND (IMF) 

 
The International Monetary Fund (IMF) is the multilateral financial institution charged with 
promoting global financial stability and economic growth. It serves as the world’s central 
monetary authority, and is a permanent forum for its 185 members countries to collaborate 
on financial and economic issues, especially in times of crisis. The IMF’s mandate is to 
promote international monetary cooperation and exchange rate stability, facilitate the 
expansion and balanced growth of international trade, and provide temporary financing for 
countries suffering from balance of payments problems.  
  
The Fund’s work focuses on helping its membership prevent crises and to resolve 
them when they do occur. The institution’s three main activities—surveillance, 
lending, and technical assistance—are designed to meet these goals: 
 

• Economic Monitoring for Crisis Prevention. The IMF advises member countries in 
implementing economic and financial policies that promote stability, reduce 
vulnerability to crisis, and encourage sustained growth and high living standards. It 
conducts regular consultations—called surveillance—with each member country on 
the state of the economy. The results are reported to the IMF Executive Board, which 
represents the full membership, where each country’s policies are discussed in a 
process akin to peer review.  

 
• Multilateral Monitoring for Cooperative Action. The IMF also reviews global 

economic trends and developments that affect the health of the international 
monetary and financial system. It promotes dialogue among member countries on the 
regional and international consequences of their economic and financial policies.  

 
• Lending. The current global financial crisis has shown that the Fund’s lending is an 

indispensible tool to help restore financial stability. If a member country experiences 
financing difficulties, the IMF can provide assistance coupled with policy programs 
that help correct underlying macroeconomic problems; limit economic disruption; and 
help restore confidence, stability, and growth. 

 
• Technical Assistance and Training. The IMF helps countries strengthen their 

capacity to design and implement sound economic policies. It provides advice and 
training on a range of topics, including fiscal, monetary, and exchange rate policies; 
the regulation and supervision of financial systems; statistics systems; and legal 
frameworks. Technical assistance accounts for around 20 percent of the IMF’s.

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EUROPEAN COMMISSION DIRECTORATE GENERAL FOR DEVELOPMENT AND 
RELATIONS WITH ACP STATES 

 
The European Commission Directorate General for Development and Relations with ACP 
States (DG Development) is responsible for the Commission’s input to EU development 
policy worldwide as well as for external relations with the 79 countries of Africa, the 
Caribbean and Pacific.  

  

Development priorities continue to be dominated by delivering on the EU’s promises to scale 
up official development assistance as well as by taking the lead in making aid more effective. 
The EU (Commission and member states together) is by far the world’s largest donor, with 
around €90-100 for every EU citizen committed in development assistance each year. Policy 
coherence – ensuring that other key EU policies such as trade, agriculture and the 
environment support development goals – is a further objective. Since the Development 
Consensus established in 2005 between the EU institutions and the member states, other 
major policy priorities have included improving governance, managing migration and tackling 
climate change.    

  

In external relations, strategies for the Pacific and Caribbean were finalised in late 2005 and 
early 2006. These are implemented under the Cotonou Agreement, whose latest revision 
enters into force on 1 July 2008. Relations with Africa were placed on a new footing with the 
adoption of a joint strategy for relations between the two continents at the EU-Africa Summit 
in Lisbon at the end of 2007. The European Union and the African Union have forged eight 
strategic partnerships for facing the key global challenges, from peace and security to 
research and technology.

HOW BAD WILL BE THE IMPACT OF CLIMATE CHANGE ON 
DEVELOPMENT? 

 

Growing awareness that the earliest victims of climate change will be the poorest countries 
least-equipped to withstand its effects is adding a new dimension to global negotiations on 
the environment. The EU-backed Global Climate Change Alliance is just one of the new 
initiatives aimed at protecting developing countries from extreme weather conditions while 
also reducing the substantial contribution of deforestation to the carbon crisis. What is the 
likely impact of climate change on less-developed economies and on both the rural and 
urban poor? Do the world’s richer countries need to develop a separate strategy for 
mitigating the effects of climate change in the developing world, and ensuring that both 
drought and flooding do not undo the development policy achievements of past years?
